	 Discuss/Action Consent Agenda 
	 Motion by Maggie VanderWilt 
seconded by Jay Stanish to ap-
prove the consent agenda. All voted 
in favor. The motion carried. Includ-
ed in the consent agenda along with 
the agenda, August regular meeting 
minutes, report of disbursements, 
and financial report were the fol-
lowing items: open enrollments for

	 Public Report Time 
	 Nancy Callaway congratulated 
the board on the bond issue and 
noted she felt it did well considering 
the timing and economic situation.
Discuss/Action Facilities Project 
Next Steps
	 The board took no action on fa-
cilities projects and are evaluating 
running another bond Fall of 2023. 
The district doesn’t have the fund-
ing capacity to do the needed proj-
ects across the district. The board 
reviewed the voting numbers, with 
less than 30% of registered voters 
actually coming out to vote. Dr. 
Zellmer stated he would not feel 
comfortable running another bond 
unless at least 700 registered vot-
ers were committed to voting yes. 
Bond votes usually have a 50% of 
registered voter turnout and our 
community only had 30%. The 20% 
of registered voters who vote no 
on everything showed up, this is 
expected in any bond vote, the yes 
vote and those people who support 
public education didn’t show up. 8 
of 14 bond issues passed across 
the state on Tuesday.
	 Discuss/Action Elementary Main-
tenance Service Agreement with 
Waldinger Corporation
	 Facilities manager Mike May not-
ed we had previously used Young 
Plumbing and Heating for mainte-
nance. The technician that serviced 
our school left to go to Waldinger 
Corporation so we have used both 
companies for repairs and asked 
each for a maintenance agreement. 
Waldinger came in at a much lower 
rate and Mike is happy with their 
service. Motion by Nick LaVelle 
seconded by Breanne Butler to ap-
prove the Elementary Maintenance 
Service Agreement with Waldinger 
Corporation for $8,025.00. All voted 
in favor. The motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action High School 
Maintenance Service Agreement 
with Waldinger Corporation
	 Motion by Breanne Butler sec-
onded by Nick LaVelle to approve 
the High School Maintenance Ser-
vice Agreement with Waldinger Cor-
poration for $23,001.00. All voted in 
favor. The motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action Fiscal Year 2021 
Audit
	 Dr. Zellmer informed the board 
no issues of noncompliance were 
found and as a small district we 

continue to get identified for the 
segregation of duties. Motion by 
Nick LaVelle seconded by Maggie 
VanderWilt to approve the 2021 
Fiscal Year Audit. All voted in favor. 
The motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action Indirect Costs 
Transfer from Nutrition Fund to 
General Fund
	 Dr. Zellmer noted we have the 
opportunity to recoup some indi-
rect costs, such as utilities, from 
the Nutrition Fund to the General 
Fund on a yearly basis. The Nutri-
tion Fund has a healthy balance so 
we are recommending transferring 
the indirect costs from the Nutrition 
Fund to the General Fund. Motion 
by Maggie VanderWilt seconded by 
Marc Anderson to approve the Indi-
rect Cost Transfer from the Nutrition 
Fund to the General Fund in the 
amount of $31,782.39. All voted in 
favor. The motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action SBRC Modified 
Allowable Growth Request: Nega-
tive Special Ed Balance
	 Dr. Zellmer noted for more than 
90% of school districts, the services 
required by Individual Education 
Plans for their students cost more 
than the funding received. There-
fore, schools are allowed to recover 
special ed deficits annually and re-
coup the spending authority. Motion 
by Jay Stanish seconded by Marc 
Anderson that the superintendent 
be authorized to submit a Modified 
Allowable Growth application for 
Negative Special Education Bal-
ance in the amount of $530,282.22. 
All voted in favor. The motion car-
ried. 
	 Discuss/Action Iowa DOT Skip 
the Trip School Program
	 Dr. Zellmer noted the Iowa DOT 
now has a program that allows 
schools to proctor Drivers Exams 
for students so they don’t have to 
miss school. This is an agreement 
with the Iowa DOT to provide that 
opportunity for our students and 
families. Motion by Marc Anderson 
seconded by Nick LaVelle to ap-
prove the Iowa DOT Skip the Trip 
School Program. All voted in favor. 
The motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action Memorandum of 
Understanding Teacher/paraedu-
cator Registered Apprenticeship 
Program between Iowa Valley Com-
munity College District and E-NP 
School District
	 This is a grant program to cre-
ate a registered apprenticeship 
program that allows high school 
students to work as a paraeducator 
and take courses towards future 
paraeducator and teacher certifica-
tion programs while in high school. 
Motion by Breanne Butler second-
ed by Jay Stanish to approve the 
Registered Apprenticeship Program 
with Iowa Valley Community Col-
lege. All voted in favor. The motion 
carried. 
	 Discuss/Action Sharing Agree-
ment with Hubbard-Radcliffe for 
Middle School Vocal Music Teacher
	 Dr. Zellmer noted Mr. Gagnon 
spends every other morning at 
the SHMS and SHHS and the af-
ternoons at the E-NP elementary. 
Hubbard-Radcliffe will pay 25% of 
Mr. Gagnon’s salary with the hope 
of providing continuity in our vocal 
music program to increase num-
bers and opportunities across the 
program. Motion by Nick LaVelle 
seconded by Breanne Butler to 
approve the sharing agreement 
with Hubbard-Radcliffe for Middle 
School Vocal Music Teacher. All 
voted in favor. The motion carried. 
Discuss/Action ESSER 3 Plan Re-
view
	 Dr. Zellmer noted there were no 
changes in the ESSER 3 Plan and 
we will reevaluate in the future. Mo-
tion by Maggie VanderWilt second-
ed by Jay Stanish to approve the 
ESSER 3 Plan. All voted in favor. 
The motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action Hardin County 
Conference Board Representative
	 Dr. Zellmer noted this board 
meets once a year and the board 
is allowed one representative on 
the board to discuss topics with the 
county board of supervisors. Motion 
by Jay Stanish seconded by Mag-
gie VanderWilt to appoint Breanne 
Butler to the Hardin County Confer-
ence Board. All voted in favor. The 
motion carried. 
	 Discuss/Action Grundy County 
Conference Board Representative

	 Administrator/Supervisor/Super-
intendent Comments
	 Mrs. Walker noted she is work-
ing on classroom management, 
meeting with beginning and new 
teachers, revamping learning labs, 
several curriculum pilots, and noted 
the elementary has circulated over 
1,100 books for students during 
their IDR. Mr. Henrichs stated the 
elementary teachers appreciate 
the split start days for the start of 
school, they have started assess-
ments, teacher PLCs meet each 

week, next Monday is a profession-
al development day, Jenn Konomi 
will be attending CPI and Autism 
training, the open house was a suc-
cess, and PTO is gearing up for a 
good year. Mr. Rundall noted the 
high school has had a good start to 
the year, MAP testing will be at the 
end of the month, he has a band in-
terview next Thursday, he is seeing 
good things in classrooms, Home-
coming is next week with the dance 
on Saturday in Hubbard, high 
school professional development 
will be going to A-P for Ed Camp of 
mini sessions and curriculum col-
laboration.
